Rigging 

Height:  40 feet from ice surface 

Access to beams via catwalk.  Catwalk installed on the west side of the arena, over from section X to C. 

Fall arrest system  - Horizontal life lines – two riggers per line capacity. 

Rigging diagrams and load capacity diagrams available. 

 

 

Flooring 

Homasote Ice Deck – can cover the entire ice surface. 

Average set up and take down is 4 hours.

Dressing Room #3 – 344 sq. ft. – 155 ft to backstage and 65 ft to stage left 

Dressing Room #4 – 344 sq. ft. – 120 ft to backstage and 55 ft to stage left 

Dressing Room #5 – 344 sq. ft. – 112 ft to backstage and 35 ft to stage left 

Referee Room – 58 sq. ft –  

All above have a shower, one toilet and one sink 

First Aid Room – 143 sq. ft. – Bed and desk
